A Study on How Nurses Perceive Family Functions 

Regarding Discharge Support for Patients Who Experience 

Functional Disorder

Abstract
　Characteristics of how nurses in a general ward perceive family functions are qualitatively and 
empirically clarified in this study, in regards to discharge support for patients who experience 
functional disorder. Comments by 10 study subjects were contrasted in terms of perception on 
family functions of a “family with whom they felt interaction went well” and a “family with whom 
they felt it difficult to interact” to compare commonalities and differences. As a result, seven 
categories were discovered on how to perceive family functions:【to perceive adaptability of a 
primary caregiver based on words and actions of the primary caregiver】，【to perceive family roles 
and power relationships based on words and actions of family members】，【to perceive good and 
bad of family ties based on words and actions of family members】，【to perceive thoughts to a 
patient based on words and actions of family members】，【to perceive characteristics of a primary 
caregiver based on interaction with medical professionals】，【to perceive difficulties in care based 
on family situations 】 and 【to perceive coping methods of a primary caregiver based on words 
and actions of the primary caregiver】.【to perceive adaptability of a primary caregiver based on 
words and actions of the primary caregiver】was in the center of how to perceive family 
functions.
　It is considered as necessary to flexibly perceive a family from the viewpoints of both “family 
as resources” and “family as a subject of care,” as well as to draw specific methods to support the 
family based on difficulties in care for the family as perceived by a nurse. It is also important to 
continually perceive a family from multilateral directions in order to find a path to interaction. It is 
also considered that if nurses carefully follow a transition process, they will widely understand the 
caregivers’ adaptability and offer support suitable for the family's needs.

The Experience of Spirituality of the Elderly in Homecare

Abstract
　The purpose of this study was to describe the experience of spirituality of the elderly in 
homecare and to clarify the meaning and the structure of these experiences. Unstructured 
interviews were conducted with participants who were four elderly people over 75 years　in 
homecare , and the data was analyzed by a qualitative method based on a Parse’s theory of human 
becoming. 
　As the result, the following three main themes were identified as the essential meanings of the 
spirituality of the elderly in homecare:〔Searching to connect some subject and signify the 
meaning from their relation〕〔Trying to move toward the aim or meaning with the force that have 
based on own life〕〔Confirming to the meaning or relation by telling with language〕. From these 
main themes, the elderly in homecare have reconstructed the meaning by embodying own 
experience through the languaging. I was considered that there are two processes as the meaning 
of the experience spirituality of the elderly. The first is “Exploring process”. It is the process of 
exploring the meaning from between the subjects, I could interpret　that they were aiming to 
achieve the developmental tasks of integration of life, especially in relation to the transcendent 
existence. The second is “Dynamic Process”. It is the process of moving forward to the meaning 
and purpose which had been found from the relationship between the subjects. Further in this 
process, the elderly in homecare were using a strong power that had been built from own long life 
in the familiar living environment. These results suggest that nursing care was important to 
understand the two exploring processes.

Abstract
　The present study aimed to clarify the changes in reasons for living and the catalysts for such 
changes among elderly people requiring home care due to cerebrovascular disease. Content 
analysis was performed on semi-structured interviews conducted with 7 elderly people requiring 
home care. Changes in reasons for living after becoming ill were observed for all subjects. The 
following four core categories of current reasons for living were identified: ‘interactions with 
family and friends’, ‘day care’, ‘work’, and ‘hobbies’. Most subjects found reasons for living in 
day care activities and interactions with friends. The two core categories of catalysts for new 
reasons for living comprised ‘illness’ and ‘people’, specifically attending day care due to illness 
and interacting at day care with people with the same disorder. Talking about shared feelings and 
worries with people with the same disorder engendered feelings of affinity and feeling at ease, 
which were linked to motivation for activities of daily living and a positive reciprocal effect was 
obtained through seeking joint activities.

General Guidelines

1 The Journal of Iwate Society of Nursing Science is published by the Society two times a year for the purpose of sharing 

research results in nursing.

2 The editorial committee is established by the Society to carry out publishing responsibilities.

3 The journal is published online and on paper.

Submission Rules

1 Qualifications for Submission

1 The first author listed must be a member of the Society.

2 Authors requested by the Society are exempt from the preceding qualification.

3 Authors residing outside Japan are not required to be members of the Society.

4 Other authors may be qualified by the editorial committee.

2 Article Categories

Articles published in the Journal must be review articles, original articles, case reports, research reports, brief reports and 

others, which are unpublished.  In the review process, the editorial committee may suggest a change in categories.

Review Article

A comprehensive evaluation and discussion based on a critical review of literature concerning a specific theme in 

nursing.

Original Article

A research article in nursing with originality, including new knowledge and systematically describing research results.  

It should contain clear significance for knowledge in nursing science.  It must be presented systematically consisting 

of purpose, method, results, discussion and conclusion.

Case Report

A report of a valuable clinical example of nursing.  It will provide beneficial information for nursing practice and 

nursing science.

Research Report

A research article in nursing with a significant research conclusion, which will be recognized as contributing to the 

development of nursing science.  The article must consist of purpose, method, results, discussion and conclusion.

Brief Report

A short research article in nursing containing new knowledge, expected to contribute to the development of nursing 

science.  The article must consist of purpose, method, results, discussion and conclusion.

Other articles Issue, Practice Report, Material, etc.

Articles in nursing science.

3 Article Submission

Articles should be submitted online.

4 Review Process

The decision on submitted articles concerning acceptance for publication is carried out by the editorial committee, based 

on the evaluation of two anonymous reviewers at the request of the committee.  If there are differences of opinion between 

the reviewers, an additional reviewer will be requested.  The review is conducted in accordance with the reviewing standards 

and guidelines.  

If the author does not respond to the editorial committee’s comments on modifications for more than three months, the 

article will automatically be rejected.

5 Editing

The publication sequence of articles and other editorial issues are performed by the editorial committee.

6 Proofs

The first proofreading will be conducted by the author.  Corrections by the author will be limited to the correction of words 

and phrases.  Further proofreading will be performed by the editorial committee.

7 Reprints

The author may ask for reprints in blocks of 10 copies during the proofreading process.  The cost will be the responsibility 

of the author.

8 Ethical Considerations

Research on human subjects or animals must include a statement of ethical consideration.  The ethical standards written 

below must be fulfilled.  The research protocol must be approved by the Ethical Committee of the institution.

Research on the human body must follow the “Helsinki Declaration”.

Research on animals must meet the ethical standards of the “Iwate Prefectural University Ethical Provisions for Animal 

Experiments” or other similar standards.

Investigative research studies must meet the ethical standards of the “Ethical Guidelines on Epidemiologic Study” or 

similar standards.

Research on the human genome and genetic analysis must meet the ethical standards of the “Ethical Guidelines for 

Human Genome and Genetic Analysis” and “Guidelines for Clinical Research on Gene Therapy” or similar 

standards.

9 Submission Procedures

1 Articles should be submitted through the Iwate Society of Nursing Science web site by attaching the file of article.  The 

submitter also should write Name of the first author, Membership number, Affiliation, Postal address including 

postal code, E-mail address, Title of the article, Category of the article. Submission checklist should be 

attached.

2 Once the editorial committee has confirmed that the submitted article conforms to the submission rules, the submission 

procedures are completed and this date is considered the date of receipt.  The date when the editorial committee accepts 

the article for publication, based on the reviewers’ evaluation, is considered the date of acceptance.

3 The author of an article accepted for publication for which a joint research agreement and ethical screening report are 

necessary must supply those documents to the editorial committee within two weeks of notification of acceptance of the 

article.

4 The author may request a proof of publication for the article after the date of acceptance.

10 Publication Costs

The costs for publication are free.  However, publication costs of color photographs are the responsibility of the author.  

Writing Guidelines

1 Description of the Article

1 The submitted article is to be in Japanese or English, using A4 page settings and written in MS Word.

2 The length of the article must be no longer than the page limits described below.  The page count is inclusive of all parts 

of the article: title, abstract, main text, references, tables, and figures.

Review Article: 12 pages

Original Article: 12 pages

Case Report: 8 pages

Research Report: 12 pages

Brief Report: 4 pages
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Other articles: The editorial committee will decide on the length of the article according to content.

3 Measurements and measurement symbols should conform to System International SI units.

4 The article should be presented in the following order: title, name of the author, affiliation, abstract, keywords, text, 

references.

5 An abstract of 250 words should be attached to articles . 

6 Five or fewer keywords should be included in all articles.

7 The format of the article should be as follows:

The text and references should be two-columned, 44 lines in 10 point font and everything else should be in one 

column.

The top and bottom margins should be set at 25mm and the left and right margins should be set at 20mm.  Margins 

will be used by the editorial committee to display page numbers, the name, volume and number of the journal and the 

dates of receipt and acceptance.

The title should be in 16 point font.

The typeset for English text should be Times New Roman.

The abstract should be indented by 15mm.

8 Numbers enclosed in circles, roman numerals and similar machine-dependent characters should not be used.

9 If the author is Japanese, the Japanese title of the article, the name of the author in Japanese, the name of the affiliation 

in Japanese and an abstract in Japanese should be attached.

2 Insertion of Diagrams

1 Figures and tables should be sized at 1 column width 7.5cm or 2 columns width 16.5cm and be inserted into the 

text.

2 The letters of the title and the explanation of figures and tables should be in 8 point font.

3 Figures should be created using jpg, gif or png formats.  This also applies to photographs.  Direct copying and pasting 

from Microsoft Excel or PowerPoint is also acceptable.

4 Sequential numbers should be added to each figure in the article and e.g. “Fig 1.” and the title of the figure should be 

centered directly below each figure.

5 Sequential numbers should be added to each table in the article and e.g. “Table 1.” and the  title of the table should be 

written directly above the table to the left.

3 Description of References

Descriptions of references should be based on the “Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical Journals” 

i.e. ‘Vancouver style’ .

1 When references are cited, superscript expressed as 1 , 2 etc. should be added in the citation area and the citations 

should be listed in order at the end of the article.

2 The description style should be as follows:

Articles in journals: The name of the author. the title of the article. the title of the journal year; volume number :pages.  

Pages should be in numbers.

Books: The name of the author. the title of the book. version. the name of the editor. place of publication: publisher; 

year. pages.

Newspaper articles: The name of the author. the title of the article. the title of the newspaper edition . date: section: 

location column number .  If the name of the author was not stated, it may be omitted.

Web sites: The name of the author. the title: the subtitle. place of publication: publisher; date of publication [updated 

date; cited date]. URL.

3 Names of authors in references should be as follows:
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If there are 5 or fewer authors, the last names and initials of the authors should be written.  If there are 6 or more authors, 

the last names and initials of the first five authors and “et al.” should be written.

4 Typeset for references is the same as for the main text.

Copyrights

1 The copyrights of all articles and content of the journal including the online version on the web site are reserved by the 

society.

2 Before using diagrams and highly original items published in the journal, users must apply for permission from the editorial 

committee of the journal. E-mail applications will not be accepted.

3 An application for permission should include: 

The volume, number, pages, year, title of the article, the name of the first author listed and the page number or number 

of the diagram for which permission is sought.

The purpose of use.

The full name, address, telephone and fax number, e-mail address and signature of the applicant.

4 Diagrams and other items for which permission for use is granted must be stated as a citation from the original article in 

footnotes or references.
